St Mary’s Church has remained open, with a reduced capacity of 30 (socially distanced seats 
at 2m spacing in Church) on the following days and times weekly:  
Sunday 10am Parish Eucharist - Max 30 people, 60 minutes long. 
Wednesday 10am Said Eucharist - Max 30 people, 30 minutes long. 
Saturday 10am Said Eucharist – Max 30 people, 30 minutes long. 
(The Sunday 8am Said Eucharist has been suspended until Easter Day) 
 
All three services are open to a small congregation, should you wish to attend anyway or need 
to have your banns read during this time (until/unless the Government mandate the closure of 
Church buildings). I should add that all are discouraged from conversations before and after 
services, as we seek to keep everyone in church as safe as possible.  
 
 
The whole team keep you very much in our payers, especially those whose weddings have 
already been posted (in one case twice!) – you are an amazing group of people and soon we 
pray you will be able to celebrate your big day with those whom you love, in beautiful St Mary’s 
Church.
